Now
label the sides and corners.
Which shape has the fewest or
most sides? Are there any
that have the same number of
sides?

Find some 3D shapes and
discuss the number of faces on
each shape.

Draw and label a
nocturnal animal. Choose
from a bat, a hedgehog
or a fox. Write some
simple facts about the
animal.

Design an imaginary new
nocturnal friend for Plop the
owl (a character from the
book we are reading in class,
‘The Owl who was Afraid of
the Dark’).

Label it with some exciting
words. Now write three
sentences about what your
animal likes to eat, where it
lives and what special things it
can do.

Find a half and a quarter of a
range of even numbers.

Do you notice a pattern?
What is it+? Can you use your
times tables to help you?

Create a piece of
artwork about a
nocturnal animal e.g. a
collage, a 3D model, a
painting etc. Write a
fact card to describe
and explain your
creation. Take a
photograph of your
completed creation and
send into school.

Write a poem about the night
time. Think  about and
describe what you can hear,
see, feel and smell. You can
decorate the finished poem.
(Tt doesn't have to rhyme!)

Tom has 5 equal groups. The
amount he started with is
greater than 10 but less than
35. What could he have
started with? How many will
be in each group? Show your
working out and number
sentences.

Create an information
booklet about nocturnal
animals. Include a
contents page, an index
and a glossary.
